Clearly a great deal of thought has gone into the preliminary design of the ICS Network I was impressed by the detail in the documentation made available to the reviewers.  With a little help from John Smith on terminology the design was understood before the review, so the necessarily minimal presentation of detail at the "video" review was fine for me. In my opinion the design is ready to move to the detailed phase.

A comment on redundancy in the design: Backbone switch redundancy and terminal server access to everything is fine if you can afford it, but the reliability of present day communication equipment is so good that you don’t really need it. This judgement is based on experience with the RHIC network at BNL.
